Who Can Compete 
– All residents of Georgia who have lived in the state for at least 30 days prior to the date of competition for their sport are eligible if they meet the requirements specified by that sport.  Georgia residents attending school or serving in the military in other states are also eligible.  Residents of South Carolina and Tennessee are invited to participate as well.
